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This is an extension of Joint Rapid Assessment Report. The Joint Assessment Report was circulated on 25th of July 2011 by Inter Agency Group, Assam.  
The first wave of flood has devastated the twin districts of Dhemaji and Lokhimpur extensively. Based on the level of impact, the affected areas can be categorized into high and moderate to low.  
High impact is indicated by: 

· Destruction of houses cause by flash floods and breaches in embankments. 
· Submergence continues and people living in embankments and temporary shelters.

· Submergence of drinking water sources.

· Sand casting in farm lands and elongated submergence.
· Erosion of homestead and farm land.

· Loss of livestock.

· Severe disruption of livelihood activities.    
In Dhemaji district the following villages can be considered to have highly impact:  
· Tari Majgaon 
· Tari Kachari
· No 1 Tari Basti
· No 2 Tari Basti 
· Bera Chapori 
· Nagaon 

54 household is completely eroded and 150 household is extensively damaged in these six villages.  
In Lakhimpur district, Boginodi and Telahi Kamalabari development blocks are extensively damaged and can be considered as to have highly impact.  400 families are displaced and are taking shelter in embankment. Due to poor accessibility, no assessment has been made in 50 villages of these two blocks. Moreover, due to remoteness often these villages remain unnoticed.  
Geographically, these two blocks are located between River Ranganadi and Subansiri it repeatedly got hit. Most of these villages are submerged and volume of sand deposition is very high.
